The European Sustainable Cities and Towns Campaign will continue to promote the Aalborg Charter, the
Aalborg Commitments and support the participating local governments.

Also, the European Sustainable Cities and Towns Campaign will
e Provide an active European platform towards National Governments and European Institutions
