“We hope to build on the wonderful range of projects that have been
carried out on a voluntary basis by many communities throughout the country over the past
number of years”.

How to Apply?

AGrants Programme pack is available on request by phone, fax, post or can be downloaded
from the website. The completed application form, along with the additional information
requested under each scheme, should arrive at the Heritage Council, Church Lane, Kilkenny
by 5.00pm on Friday 14 November 2008. Unfortunately due to a review of our current IT
systems, the Heritage Council cannot accept applications online. Only hardcopy applications
can be accepted and Freepost envelopes are available from the Heritage Council for this
purpose. Late applications will not be accepted. We cannot accept applications by fax or
email.

Buildings at Risk Scheme

At the present time, Heritage Council funding is fully committed under this scheme, and the
next available round of funding is for project works 2010. The scheme will re-open for
applications in January 2009. Only essential repairs to an existing roof will be considered for
funding. A grant allocation can cover up to 50% of the project cost and can be used in
conjunction with grants from other sources. Closing date for receipt of applications for 2010
funding is 31st March 2009.

The Heritage Council is an independent body. Canvassing on behalf of any applicant will
automatically disqualify.
